medicine containing aspirin unless prescribed by a doctor. Medicaton, e.g. for pain
relief, is never administered without frst checking maximum dosages and when the
previous dose was taken.

Where clinically possible, medicines should be prescribed in dose frequencies which
enable them to be taken outside school hours.

We only accept prescribed medicines that are in-date, labelled, provided in the original
container as dispensed by a pharmacist and include instructons for administraton,
dosage, and storage (the only excepton to this is insulin which must stll be in date,
but will generally be available to us inside an insulin pen or a pump, rather than in its
original container).

All medicines are stored safely. Pupils know where their medicines are at all tmes and
are able to access them immediately. Medicines and devices such as asthma inhalers,
blood glucose testng meters and adrenaline pens are always readily available to
pupils, not locked away, and are accessible on school trips.

A child who has been prescribed a controlled drug may legally have it in their
possession if they are competent to do so but passing it to another child for use is an
ofence. Where pupils are able to manage and administer their own medicaton we
require parental consent otherwise, we keep controlled drugs that have been
prescribed for a child securely in non-portable container and only named staf have
access. A record is kept of any doses used and the amount of the controlled drug held
in school.

Staf may administer a controlled drug to the child for whom it has been prescribed,
